The recent merger between Pueblo Radiology
and Oxnard Camarillo Radiology Group has
allowed us to create the largest and most well-
rounded interventional radiology practice in the
area. We have five fully trained interventionalists
as well as many additional radiologists who have
become experts in various imaging guided
procedures. We can perform virtually any
interventional procedure that is desired-usually
in a very timely fashion. One of our
interventionalists is on-call around the clock for
emergency procedures.

One of the procedures we have been
performing with excellent success is saphenous
vein laser ablation for treatment of varicose
veins. This may be performed with
microphlebectomy or sclerotherapy as needed

Pueblo Radiology offers a potentially life-saving
test to assess a patients’ risk for coronary artery
disease.  CT cardiac scoring, also known as
“heart scan,” is a relatively new procedure that
has been proven effective at detecting heart
disease, even in the early stages.  This
procedure is painless, non-invasive and can
detect a build-up of coronary artery calcium
deposits, a significant indicator of cardiovascu-
lar disease.

Recent studies indicate that CT cardiac
scoring can identify the beginnings of heart
disease before major symptoms occur.
Although it’s the leading killer in the United
States of both men and women, heart disease
can be controlled, treated, or even prevented if
detected early.

The heart scan works by identifying
calcified plaque in the arteries of the heart.  The
presence of the calcium is an indication for
underlying plaque formation within the coronary
arteries themselves, which can reduce or block
blood flow to the heart muscle resulting in a
“heart attack”.  Early detection of coronary artery
calcification provides the opportunity to take
preventative, and possibly lifesaving, measures.

The scan takes from 40 to 70 images of the
coronary arteries and is over 84 percent
accurate in detecting calcified plaque.

The CT cardiac scoring procedure lasts
approximately 10 minutes and is non-invasive
and painless.  Following the test, the scan
information is evaluated and scored. A low score
is good news, with higher scores indicating a
higher risk.  Knowing one’s score is a solid first
step towards having sound cardiac health.

Knowledge of the risk factors associated
with heart disease can help with prevention.
Below is a list to consider:
• High cholesterol or lipids in the blood
• High blood pressure (hypertension)
• Family history of heart disease
• History of diabetes
• History of smoking
• High stress lifestyle
• Excessive weight
• Inactive lifestyle

for complete varicose vein therapy. This
procedure is performed at our Santa Barbara
and Ventura offices on a strictly out-patient
basis.  We have treated over one hundred
patients to date with exceptional patient
satisfaction and clinical success.

Vein therapy has also expanded to the
treatment of acute deep venous thrombosis.
This common disorder often results in long-term
sequelae of chronic swelling, discomfort and
recurrent thrombosis even in the face of
appropriate anti-coagulation therapy. With
catheter directed thrombolysis often in combina-
tion with venoplasty or stenting, these sequelae
of post-thrombotic syndrome can often be
avoided.

vertebral height.
Uterine fibroids are a very common benign

tumor that can result in abnormal bleeding and
discomfort. We have been very successful in
treating these tumors with embolization of the
uterine arteries, reducing the blood flow and
significantly shrinking the tumor size. This
avoids surgery and post-operative recovery
periods. Symptomatic relief is in the range of 85-
90%.

Many of our procedures can be performed
in the out-patient setting in our Santa Barbara
and Ventura offices. Varicose vein therapy, spine
and joint injections for pain relief, biopsies,
drainages, venous access procedures, and
fistula de-clotting procedures are often per-
formed in this setting. Other procedures are best
performed in a hospital setting such as St.
John’s Regional Medical Center or Community
Memorial Hospital. These types of procedures
would include peripheral vascular procedures
including angioplasties and stent placements,
inferior vena cava filter placements (including
temporary filters), nephrostomies, biliary
drainages, transjugular intrahepatic
portosystemic shunt (TIPS) placements, gastric
tube placements and fallopian tube recanaliza-
tion for patients with infertility.

Another area in which we
have had particular success is
that of vertebral compression
fracture therapy. Approximately
85% of our patients with painful
vertebral compression fractures
have shown significant improve-
ment or complete resolution of
their pain following vertebroplasty
(instillation of bone cement into
the vertrebral body through large
bore needles). Kyphoplasty is a
similar procedure that involves
initial balloon inflation prior to the
introduction of the bone cement.
This has an added advantage in
certain cases of restoring

These risk factors are of special concern for
men over the age of 40 and for women over the
age of 50.

Most health insurances are not covering CT
Calcium Scoring and physician referral is not
required by Pueblo Radiology.  In cases with an
MD referral, the results of the scan will be given
to the patient’s physician for review and follow-
up.  If a patient falls into the high risk category, a
Pueblo Radiology radiologist will contact the
patient’s physician to discuss the case.  For
more information, please feel free to call one of
Pueblo Radiology’s imaging centers and ask to
speak with one of our radiologists.
